Many of 

our pass out students have received offers from local counselling service providers and many 

have also availed proper licences from RCI.  

Challenges Faced & Required Resources: Although the advantages of this approach are 

substantial, we have experienced certain difficulties during the process like all the students 

while joining university have no background knowledge regarding research practices and not 

all have the aptitude to complete these research studies on time, to address the issue remedial 

classes are conducted wherever necessary by the mentors. Further to properly apply this best 

practice, we need sufficient resources, such as financing for these research studies so that 

students can stay more motivated to carry out this research.   
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
